The competent authority on behalf of President of India does not bind himself to accept the lowest or any other tender and reverse to himself the authority to reject any or all of the tenders received without the assignment of a reason. The competent authority also reserves its right to allow to the Central Government Public Sector Enterprises / Joint Ventures with PSEs with a minimum value added content of over 20% by the latter, a purchase preference with reference to the lowest valid price bid where the quoted price is within 10% of such lowest price, other things being equal, in case of tenders / quotations whose date of receipt is upto 31.3. 2000, subject to the estimated cost being in excess of Rs. 5 crores.
